Background

For over 150 years, SRE has been taught in NSW schools with thousands of kids given the
opportunity to hear about God through the Bible, and learn what he has done for them through
Jesus. Of late, SRE has developed a stronger presence in schools with teachers facing greater
scrutiny, necessitating a higher level of accountability.

The Presbyterian Church at its last Assembly decided on mandatory accreditation of all teachers,
and as part of this accreditation procedure, the roll out of training for SRE teachers. The training
course has since been developed by PY and accredited through the Conduct Protocol Unit (CPU).

Accreditation and Training

The Presbyterian Church and other denominations are introducing accredited training for
volunteer SRE teachers. We value the commitment that SRE teachers show week by week and
this training will support SRE teachers in the great work that they do, ensuring they are equipped
for their important ministry. It will also show school leadership and government departments that
we are serious about the privilege of teaching SRE in schools.

The aim of the accreditation and training is to better equip SRE teachers both in their knowledge
of the Bible and in how to teach it to children and young people in a classroom setting.

So what does all this mean?

All SRE teachers and helpers need to be authorised by their local Church.

To be an authorised SRE teacher or helper, you need to have done the following:

1.  Accreditation training as outlined in this booklet

2. Breaking the Silence Basic Training (within the past 12 months)

3.  Complete and sign an SRE Authorisation Form (see appendix 2) and send it to the
CPU for processing

4, Complete and sign a Volunteer/Student Declaration (see appendix 3) and send it to
the CPU for processing

5.  Sign a Job Description which is developed and held by the pastoral charge.

To maintain authorisation, all SRE teachers are required to participate in at least two hours of
recognised development training each year. SRE helpers are NOT required to complete this
training. This can either be a face-to-face training day or listening to an audio recording.
Authorisation is valid for three years.?®

1 After three years, SRE teachers and helpers need to complete and sign the Authorisation Form and
Volunteer Declaration again for renewal of their authorisation. Those who have completed the two hours of
development training each year do not need to do the accreditation training course again.



Accreditation Training

Outline of Requirements for Accreditation Training

The course is comprised of six modules as outlined in the table below. Each module has
audio, course notes, and simple assessment components.

Satisfactory completion of the Training required for Authorisation involves the following
steps:

1. Listen to the audio (and/or read the course notes if preferred)
2. Complete the assessment for the module by either doing a short multiple choice
quiz online OR on paper OR by guided discussion with your minister.

Cost

The training material will be provided to SRE teachers and helpers within the Presbyterian Church
free of charge. In order to cover the associated administrations costs, Accreditation will cost $60
per teacher. We are encouraging local churches to pay for the accreditation of their SRE teachers
and helpers.

The training material will also be made available to SRE teachers and helpers outside the
Presbyterian denomination, at cost of $60 per teacher.
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How to manage the training of SRE teachers in your church

Step 1. Access the modules

The MP3 audio bles and notes for all six modules are available for download from
www.christiansre.com.au. Alternatively, contact PY (Ph. 02 8567 4700) for a CD and the
accompanying notes.

Step 2. Learning from the modules

Listen to the audio Ples (the notes are available to complement the recording for those who
may prefer to read the material and are not essential reading). Module 2 covers the theological
component and has some additional reading/listening.

Step 3. Assessment of learning from the module

There are two ways of assessing the learning from a module, both based on a multiple-choice
quiz.

1. The minister/session clerk uses the quiz for each module to guide a discussion of the
learning. The minister/session clerk notibes the Conduct Protocol Unit.

2. The individual goes to the Safe Churches Unit website and does the multiple-choice
quiz on line. The site automatically records successful completion of the quiz.

Recognised Prior Learning

The aim of the accreditation training is to continue to ensure that we are doing the best job
possible as we teach children and young people about the Christian faith. It is designed to give
conbdence and support to SRE teachers and helpers in their important ministry. There are some
SRE teachers who already have done training provided by Youthworks, the curriculum provider
Godspace or some other training. This prior learning may mean that the person does not have to
complete some modules. Those with a Theological degree or a degree in Education may be
exempt from some modules. The possibilities are numerous and each record of training will have
to be assessed against the learning outcomes of the modules in this new accreditation course.

If SRE teachers or helpers believe their prior experience or learning should be recognised, they
can contact the PY Ofbce with details and each will be considered on a case-by-case basis.
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APPENDIX 1 - Information from the Conduct Protocol Unit
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To all pastoral charges,
RE: SRE Teacher & SRE Helper Authorisation Processes from July 2011 to December 2012

As you are aware, SRE Teacher & Helper Authorisation within PCNSW is changing. The Conduct
Protocol Unit [CPU] will continue to process SRE Authorisations, and provides the following
information about how the staged implementation will be administered:

1. All existing SRE Authorisation Cards  will remain valid until the renewal. There are a
number of existing SRE Teachers who hold cards that are due to expire in 2013 and the
first six months of 2014. These people must apply for a new card by the end of 2012. All
current SRE Teachers will be required to complete SRE Accreditation Training by January
2013.

2. From July 2011 to December 2012 new SRE Teachers and those applying for renewal of
their SRE Authorisation Card must have COMMENCED the appropriate level of
Accreditation Training. SRE Authorisation Cards issued during this period will expire 31
December 2012.

3. From January 2013 new SRE Teachers and those applying for renewal of their SRE
Authorisation Card must have COMPLETED the appropriate level of Accreditation
Training. SRE Authorisation Cards issued from this date will be valid for a three year
period.

4. From January 2013, pastoral charges will be required to confirm that SRE Teachers have
completed the required Professional Development in order to maintain their Authorisation.
This will be done on the CPU Annual Screening Summary.

5. In order to authorise SRE Teachers, the CPU must confirm that the required SRE
Accreditation Training has been completed by the applicant. This will be done in one of two
ways:

¥ Online: The CPU will provide access to online SRE Accreditation Training. This will
allow the applicant to complete the training and answer online questionnaires. Once
the training has been satisfactorily completed, the CPU will be automatically notified
and will update the applicantOs recordThis training will be available late 2011.

¥ At the pastoral charge: SRE Accreditation Training can be done using mp3 or hard
copy training materials. Once completed, the applicant will need to demonstrate to
the Minister / Session Clerk of the pastoral charge that they have a satisfactory
knowledge of the material. The Minister / Session Clerk will then sign the SRE
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Accreditation Training Declaration on the SRE Teacher Authorisation Form. The
CPU will update the applicantOs record when the form is received.

The revised SRE Authorisation Form and Volunteer / Student Declaration that are to be used

from July 2011 are included in this booklet.
